And the jury of the Red Dot Design Award can confirm that it also just happens to be extremely good to look at.

Maarten Baptist: ‘If you pay attention to how people use objects, you’ll notice that most people don’t actually sit on a sofa: more often they sprawl, lounge or curl up in a corner. That’s why those huge corner units are so popular. But you need a lot of room for one of those. The ‘Single Sofa’ is the answer.’
